B. THAT the By-law amendments to Chapter 440 of the Municipal Code in
regards to the new household organic waste collection program (Green Bin
Program) BE APPROVED.

4.0 Executive Summary

This Council Report outlines the required amendments to Chapter 440 of the
Brantford Municipal Code to reflect the new operating practices and material
preparation requirements for the public to participate in the City’s household
organic waste collection program (Green Bin Program). The By-Law

amendments additionally define enforcement measures and responsibilities
related to contraventions of the By-law.

Amending the By-law is required for administration and enforcement of the new
organic waste collection program (Green Bin Program) and to clarify the content
of the By-law. If approved, the new By-law will come into effect on November 1,
2023.

There are no direct Financial or Climate and Environmental impacts related to
this Report.

Purpose and Overview

This report is seeking Council approval of the amendments to Chapter 440 of
the Brantford Municipal Code that reflect operating practices and material
preparation requirements to participate in the new organic waste collection
(Green Bin Program).

Background

The City Council approved Report No. 2022 — 77, “Proposed Green Bin
Program Implementation”, on February 23, 2022. The report can be found at the
link:
https://forms.brantford.ca/pdfs/Proposed%20GreenBinProgramimplementation-
2022-77.pdf.

As per the approval, implementation of the Green Bin program will begin on
November 1, 2023. The implementation of the Green Bin Program is estimated
to assist in achieving the residential diversion rate to 70% by 2050 and to extend
the operating life-span of the City’s Mohawk Street Landfill Site (MSLS). To
implement the Green Bin Program, Chapter 440 of the Brantford Municipal Code
will need to be amended to contain specific criteria as to the operating practices
and material preparation requirements for residents to participate in the organic
waste collection program (Green Bin Program).

Corporate Policy Context

Implementation of the Green Bin program is a key element of the Vision and
Long Term Strategy Framework adopted by Council in January 2022 as well as
“ltem 10. Build a greener Brantford” in the City of Brantford Council Priorities for
2023-2026.

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8.0 Input From Other Sources

The By-law was prepared in coordination with Legal Services, Property
Standards and By-law Enforcement Departments. Comments were received on
this report from Finance, Clerks and Legal Services Departments.

Staff are also holding Ward meetings in the month of September in each of the
five Wards to inform residents of the Green Bin program

9.0 Analysis

As a result of Council approving the new organic waste collection program,
Chapter 440 of the Municipal Code By-law had to be amended to address
resulting changes to curbside waste collection. The proposed amendments to
Chapter 440 of the Municipal Code are intended to reflect the following;

(i)  requirements for operation of a weekly household organics collection
program,

(i)  defined enforcement measures and responsibilities related to
contraventions of the By-law,

(i)  set out bulky waste material as authorized under the special collection
program schedule which provides curbside pickup twice a year (once
between January to June and once between July to December)

(iv) to participate in the City’s Private Waste Services Rebate Program,
Condominiums to submit the request 30 days in advance.

All of the required By-law changes for the above stated items are outlined in
Appendix A.

Being a By-law to amend Chapter 440 of the City of Brantford Municipal Code

WHERAS there is in effect in the City of Brantford a by-law, which provides for collection and
removal of garbage;

AND WHEREAS the Council of the City of Brantford has approved revisions to Chapter 440;



NOW THEREFORE THE MUNICIPAL COUNCIL OF THE CORPORATION OF THE CITY OF
BRANTFORD HEREBY ENACTS AS FOLLOWS:

440.14.2 Continuation — repetition — prohibited — by order

The court in which the conviction has been entered, and any court of competent jurisdiction
thereafter, may make an order prohibiting the continuation or repetition of the offence by
the person convicted, and such order shall be in addition to any other penalty imposed on
the person convicted.

THAT Schedule ‘E’ of the City of Brantford Municipal Code is amended by deleting the
existing word “TV “ adding the words “(wrapped)” as well as “box springs (wrapped)” so
it will read:

“Schedule ‘E’ - Bulky Material Call-in Collection Events

The following items shall be accepted for pick-up during bulky material call-in collection
events provided that they are prepared for collection as described below:

Appliances (such as stoves, washers, dryers but not any refrigeration or air-conditioning
appliances containing or which formerly contained fluorocarbon refrigerants) that have
the doors removed or otherwise tightly secured so as to prevent a danger to small
children, and are not used as a receptacle to contain other solid waste.

Furniture, mattresses (wrapped), box springs (wrapped), and other bulky items that are
of a size and weight that can safely be handled by two persons, and shall not exceed 91
kilograms (200 pounds).

Brush, hedge clippings, scrap wood, wood fencing and wooden skids which have a
maximum diameterof100 mm (4 inches) are to be securely bundled. Bundles shall have
a diameter of less than 0.9metres (3 feet) and 1.2 metres (4 feet) in length.

All small material scraps (wood, metal, etc.) shall be securely bundled or contained in
approved solid waste containers.

Scrap metal such as bicycles, ladders, fencing etc. that have all wood and plastic
removed, and are segregated to facilitate efficient removal for recycling.

Large items such as swing sets, slides and picnic tables are to be broken down and
bundled to facilitate efficient removal.

Appliances (such as refrigerators, freezers, air conditioners, etc.) utilizing fluorocarbon
refrigerants which have been first inspected, certified and tagged by a licensed
refrigerant handler in accordance with all the requirements of R.R.0. 1990, Reg. 189
under the Environmental Protection Act indicating that the appliance no longer contains
any refrigerant.

Only the following are considered to be Organic Waste materials:

FOOD WASTES:

1. Meat, poultry and fish (including bones)

2. Vegetables and peelings

3. Corn cobs and husks

4. Nuts

5. Pumpkins (in pieces)

6. Salads and dressings

7. Fruits and seeds

8. Pasta, flour and grains

9. Dairy products

10. Breads, buns, pitas, etc.

11. Baked goods (cakes, pies, muffins, cookies snack foods, etc.)
12. Coffee grounds and filters, tea bags and leaves

13. Sauces and gravies

14. Syrups, jams, jellies and food spreads such as peanut butter
15. Eggs and eggshells

16. Pet food (wet and dry) and bird seed

17. Solid fats/grease (lard, butter and bacon fat)

18. Food liquids including oils and grease (500 ml or less)

19. Frozen foods (all packaging removed)



PAPER FIBER:

1. Paper bags (popcorn, sugar, potato and flour)
2. Paper muffin cups

3. Paper towels, napkins and tissues

4. Paper plates and cups

5. Pizza boxes (broken down)

6. Paper takeout containers

7. Parchment paper

OTHER COMPOSTABLE ITEMS:

1. House plants (with soil, containers and decorations removed), stem less than 1” (2.5cm)
in diameter

2. Cut flowers (all containers and decorations removed)
3. Shredded paper
4. Green bin liners

Green Bins may be lined to assist with proper container maintenance. Only certified
compostable or paper liners are accepted. Plastic bags are not permitted.

Certified compostable liners will have one of the following logos on the packaging;
