2.  Any proposed substitutions, including changes
      in plant material sizing, must be accepted prior
      to delivery of any plant materials to the site.

3.  Coordinate installation of all landscape works
      to ensure that access for successive parts of
      the work is not impeded, and that previously
      installed parts of the work are not damaged.

4.  Schedule delivery and installation of plant
      material only
      (i)   after all related works have been reviewed
             and accepted,
      (ii) after mulch has been delivered to the site
             and is ready to be installed.

5.  Do not deliver plant materials to the site in
      quantities exceeding the Contractor's capacity
      for a single day's installation.

6.  Do not store plant material on site overnight.

7.  All plant material will be inspected by the
      Consultant upon delivery to the site and prior
      to planting; unacceptable materials must be
      removed from the site immediately.

8.  The Contractor shall maintain all plant
      materials from the time of delivery to the site
      until final acceptance by the Owner.
